Bidder MUST register all plants and proposals no later than April 21, 2006 at 5:00 p.m. CPT, and failure to register a proposal in accordance with Appendix D will preclude Bidder from submitting a proposal.

Bidders are strongly encouraged to submit their registration forms well in advance of the deadline (April 21, 2006 at 5:00 p.m. CPT) to provide adequate time to correct any errors which may be identified by ESI in the electronic registration process.  Bidders shall bear the risk of failing to submit an acceptable registration form within the specified deadline.  Bidders who submit their registration form within two hours of the specified deadline shall bear a substantial risk that, in the event of an error in their submission or a technical malfunction, they may not have enough time before the deadline to correct and resubmit an acceptable form.  ESI shall be under no obligation to Bidders to accept any improperly completed registration forms.
