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GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS


Sections I and II of this Appendix C and each Product Package contain detailed instructions to Bidders for responding to this Fall 2003 RFP.  Prior to developing their proposals, Bidders are requested to carefully read this Fall 2003 RFP, including the instructions in this Appendix C, in its entirety.  This process includes certain steps and procedures that are new with this RFP.


This Appendix C also includes as attachments separate Product Packages for each type of product for which ESI is seeking proposals in response to this Fall 2003 RFP.  Each Product Package contains the proposal form that must be completed and submitted, and instructions for completing the form in order to submit a conforming proposal for the product to which it relates, as well as a term sheet for that product that summarizes basic terms and conditions and information requirements for the product.  Bidders may submit a proposal for a single product, an additional proposal for each additional product, and alternate proposals for a single product, by reviewing the term sheet and completing the forms in the Product Package that correspond to each product for which the Bidder desires to submit a proposal.  In the event that a Bidder wishes to provide multiple proposals for the same capacity, as described in Section 2.10 of this RFP, the Bidder must clarify in the “Special Considerations” section of the completed Product Package of both proposals that the proposals are mutually exclusive and it is possible for only one of the proposals to be selected by ESI.  In addition, if Bidder desires that multiple proposals be considered as a package, the Bidder must indicate this in the “Special Considerations” section of the appropriate product package.  Section 1.3 of this Fall 2003 RFP provides a summary description of each type of product for which proposals are being requested by this Fall 2003 RFP.  A Bidder need not read the Product Package for a particular product if a Bidder does not intend to submit a proposal offering that product.


Bidders are required to complete and submit to the RFP Submission Email Address:  ESIRFP@entergy.com as an attachment the electronic forms contained in the applicable Product Package (including the Bidder Registration Form described in Appendix B).  Adherence to the provided forms will ensure that Bidders submit comparable proposals and will facilitate the evaluation of the proposals.  There are several fields within the proposal submission forms which are required to be completed, and will be indicated as such in the proposal submission forms.  Should a Bidder attempt to submit a proposal without properly completing all fields designated as required, then the Bidder will receive an email indicating that the proposal has been rejected and specifying the missing or improperly completed field.  The Bidder will be permitted to submit a corrected proposal up to the proposal submission deadline of 6:00 p.m. CPT on November 20, 2003. Any proposals received after this timedeadline or those sent to another email address will be rejected by ESI.


Bidders are strongly encouraged to submit their proposalsproposal forms well in advance of the deadline to provide adequate time to correct any errors which may be identified by ESI in the electronic proposal submission process and to provide ample time for the Bidder.  Bidders shall bear the risk of failing to submit an acceptable proposal form by the specified deadline.  If anyBidders who submit their proposal is submitted by a Bidderform within two hours of the specified deadline and the proposal is rejected, the Bidder shall bear alla substantial risk that, in the event of havingan error in their submission or a technical malfunction, they may not have enough time before the abilitydeadline to correct and resubmit an acceptable proposal by the specified deadlineform.  ESI shall be under no obligation to the BidderBidders to accept any improperly completed proposalsproposal submitted during this period.forms.


If during the proposal submission period, a Bidder desires to withdraw a proposal, or desires to substitute a proposal, which was confirmed as received by ESI, then such Bidder will be permitted to do so by completing the withdrawal form letter (the “Proposal Withdrawal Form”) provided in this Appendix C and submitting the same via facsimile transmission to the RFP Administrator at (281) 297-3937 by no later than the proposal submission deadline.  If another proposal is intended to substitute for the withdrawn proposal, the additional proposal must be submitted by no later than the proposal submission deadline.


CONTENTS OF PROPOSALS


Each Product Package is comprised of an electronic proposal submission form and a term sheet.  Bidders should complete the electronic form in the applicable Product Package for each proposal it submits.  If a Bidder believes that a particular requested disclosure is not applicable to the Bidder’s proposal and the Bidder intends to omit that disclosure, then the Bidder should indicate “N/A” in the space provided for such disclosure and address in the proposal submission form why the Bidder believes the disclosure is not applicable.


Each Bidder is encouraged to carefully review the relevant term sheet for each product the Bidder intends to offer.  The term sheets establish certain key terms and requirements for each product and outline a significant portion of the information to be provided in any proposal offering the product.  The electronic proposal submission forms contain fields for providing all of the information requested by the term sheets as well as the additional information requested by the forms.


ESI will post the Model Contracts for the MUCCO Products and MUCPA Products on the RFP Website, https://emo-web.no.entergy.com/ENTRFP/index.htm, concurrent with the posting of this RFP document.  Bidders are responsible for taking the terms and conditions of these Model Contracts into consideration in the development of their proposal.  As discussed in Section 1.5 of this RFP, ESI does not intend to negotiate any material terms or conditions set forth in the Model Contracts.  Bidders will be required to agree to enter into a Definitive Agreement for the MUCCO Product(s) and MUCPA Product(s) proposed by the Bidder on substantially the terms and conditions of the Model Contracts.  ESI believes that this requirement of the RFP will provide consistency in the terms and conditions of each Definitive Agreement for administrative purposes and will also facilitate an objective and impartial evaluation process for all proposals.


As a part of the proposal submission, the Bidder should confirm that the proposal is irrevocable until 5:00 p.m. CPT on December 10,12, 2003 (unless otherwise specified by the Bidder) in the “Special Consideration SectionConsiderations” section of the proposal submission form) or, if ESI notifies the Bidder to the effect that the proposal has been selected for negotiation prior to such time and date, until 5:00 p.m. CPT on January 30, 2004.  This confirmation will be evidenced by execution of the Proposal Submission Agreement, which acceptance must be indicated by an authorized representative of the Bidder and signed in the form of an electronic signature, facsimile signature, or .pdf signature.  If a Bidder wishes to submit a conditional proposal, the Bidder may do so provided that it indicates such conditions in the “Special Considerations” section of its electronic proposal submission form.
